Day 2, August 15 (Sunday):  

Sightseeing in the City of Bergen  

OMEP Norway will guide you at a city walk to “Bryggen” situated at the harbor front.  The old 

wooden buildings dating back almost 900 years are placed on UNESCO’s World Heritage List 

and  are situated next to the Hanseatic museum.  We might take the  Fløibanen Funicular ride up 

to the top of Fløyen mountain (320 metres above sea level). You will also be able to take a trip to 

the composer Edwards Griegs home Trollhaugen or the composer Ole Bulls home at the Island 

Lysøen (by boat) at an extra cost. OMEP-Norway will facilitate these excursions.
